Additional Features

Listening to non-docking iPod or other portable audio devices

Non-docking iPods or alternative audio players may be connected via the line-in jack.

Plug one end of the audio patch cord (included) into the headphone or line-out jack on your audio device and the
other end of the patch cord into Butterfly’s aux-in jack located on the back of the unit.

A/V output jack operation

To watch iPod videos on your TV, connect an iPod AV cable (not included) to the AV out jack from your Butterfly
to your tv’s audio/video input jacks. Turn on your TV and select the correct input for the audio/video jacks. Make
sure your iPod is set to TV Out via the iPod video settings menu.

USB port
Butterfly is equipped with a USB port that you may use to connect to your computer. Connect a USB cable from
your Butterfly to your computer so you can sync your iPod while it is docked in the Butterfly.

Authentication

An Apple iPod verifies whether a device attached to it is an authorized accessory by issuing an authentication
challenge to the device. The device must respond to the iPod’s challenge, and it can do so only with the
assistance of an iPod Authentication Coprocessor chip(CP), located in this device. Certain control and reporting
functions of the iPod are made available externally only after it has authenticated an attached device as an
authorized accessory.

Butterfly is equipped with an authentication chip which allows it to play all current iPods. When you dock a
current iPod that requires authentication, the power button indicator will flash while it is authenticating. After it
finishes authenticating, the power indicator will stop flashing and your Butterfly is now ready to play. Please note
that if the power is off on the Butterfly and you dock your iPod, you may get an error message on your iPod
display, stating that this unit is not authorized. Simply turn on the power to your Butterfly, and it will authenticate
your iPod and be ready to play.

iPhone Compatibility

The Butterfly uses the latest circuitry to make it compatible with your iPhone®.

When docking we recommend you place your iPhone in Airplane Mode to prevent audio interference with your
Butterfly. Please go to your settings menu and turn Airplane Mode to the “On” position before docking it into your
Butterfly. Don’t forget to turn Airplane Mode “Off” after removal.

When used in the directed manner, this unit has been designed and manufactured to ensure your personal
safety.

Troubleshooting

SYMPTOM POSSIBLE PROBLEM SOLUTION

Unit not responding | AC adaptor isn’t plugged into a wall outlet | Make sure the AC adaptor is plugged into a

(no power) or the connector is not plugged into the working AV outlet and connected properly to the
power supply jack on the back of the unit back of the Butterfly. If the outlet is controlled

by a switch, make sure the switch is on.

Wall outlet is not functioning Plug another device into the same outlet to

confirm the outlet is working.

Batteries are weak Replace with new batteries.

Batteries were not installed properly Check to make sure the polarity (+ and - ends)

matches the diagram in the battery compartment.

iPod does not dock | Missing or incorrect dock adapter Make sure the dock adapter is the proper fit
properly for your iPod.

iPod not docked properly Remove your iPod from the dock and check for
obstruction on the connectors in the dock and on

your iPod. Then reset it in the dock.

iPod does not
respond to the unit

iPod is not properly connected Remove your iPod from the dock and check for
obstruction on the connectors in the dock and

on your iPod. Then reset it in the dock.

Your iPod software is out of date Upgrade software on your iPod. For details

visit http://www.apple.com/ipod/download.

iPod is frozen Please make sure your iPod is working properly
before docking into the unit. Refer to your

iPod manual for details.

Using 1st or 2nd generation iPod or

Troubleshooting
