Installing/replacing the remote control battery
The remote control battery comes pre-installed at the factory.
When the remote control stops operating or its range seems
reduced, it is time to replace the battery with a new one.
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. The battery compartment is located on the back end of the

remote.

Press the small tab inwards as you slide the battery door open
and remove the old battery.

Insert a CR2025 battery, checking that the + and - sides of the
battery match the drawing inside the battery compartment.
Replace the battery compartment.

Operating the remote control

The remote control is able to control basic functions on the Firefly
and certain iPod functions when the iPod is docked in the Firefly.
For best results, aim the remote control towards the Firefly.

To watch iPod videos on your TV, connect an iPod AV cable (not included) to the AV out jack from your Firefly to
your tv’s audio/video input jacks. Turn on your TV and select the correct input for the audio/video jacks. Make
sure your iPod is set to TV Out via the iPod video settings menu.

USB port
Firefly is equipped with a USB port that you may use to connect to your computer. Connect a USB cable from your
Firefly to your computer so you can sync your iPod while it is docked in the Firefly.

(Authentication )

An Apple iPod/iPhone verifies whether a device attached to it is an authorized accessory by issuing an authentica-
tion challenge to the device. The device must respond to the iPod/iPhone’s challenge, and it can do so only with
the assistance of an iPod/iPhone Authentication Coprocessor chip(CP), located in this device. Certain control and
reporting functions of the iPod/iPhone are made available externally only after it has authenticated an attached
device as an authorized accessory.

Firefly is equipped with an authentication chip which allows it to play all current iPod/iPhones. When you dock a
current iPod/iPhone that requires authentication, the power button indicator will flash while it is authenticating.
After it finishes authenticating, the power indicator will stop flashing and your Firefly is now ready to play.

The Firefly uses the latest circuitry to make it compatible with your iPhone®.
